APPLICATION

Since 1991, the Committee to Aid the Blind has assisted members of the Miami
Valley community who have been diagnosed as legally blind (correctable vision
of 20/200 or less). In 2006, The Turner Foundation began providing funds to
assist those legally blind individuals in Clark County. The members of the
Committee to Aid the Blind are individuals, some with visual and physical
impairments themselves, who volunteer their time and talents.

Must be a resident of Clark County.

Birth to age 18 - apply yearly for grants of up to $300.

Age 19+ - First time applicants can apply for grants of up to
$400. Applicants must wait two (2) years before applying for
a second grant of up to $200. Applicants who have received
a total award of $600 are not eligible for any more grants.
Only one request per applicant per year.

Please Note: The Committee approves the amount stated
on the application. If the maximum amount is not used, the
balance will not be held over.

In order to serve the needs of as many individuals who are
legally blind as possible, each request will be considered
High or Low Priority. High priority requests will be
processed before Low priority requests.

High Priority- requests having to do with safety, aids for
visual impairments, help with health and welfare, furthering
education.

Low Priority-maintaining a job (BSVI responsibility),
recreational needs, general education, leisure items.

Grant Award: When funds are available, grants will be awarded for items
assisting with the visual impairment. Applications are
reviewed on a case-by-case basis to determine high or
low priority. (See "Priority" for definition). It is the
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
